Many children stare at the TV screen for
more hours a day than they spend on
anything else, including studying and
sleeping.

Recent studies show that after only thirty
seconds of television viewing, a person’s
brain ‘Trelaxes’ the same way that. it does
just before the person falls asleep. Another
effect of television on the human brain is
that it seems to cause poor concentration.
Children who watch a lot of television can
often concentrate on a subject for only
fifteen to twenty minutes. They can pay
attention only for the amount of time
between the commercials.
